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Throughout the years, this
— September issue of Chimes
PRI  has been mostly chock full
of information on all the
new beginnings in the life of the church as we move
into a new program year, and this year is no
exception. In the pages that follow you will find news
of Church School, Spiritual Quest, Adult Education
programs, the Healthy Congregations conversations
that will be an important part of the life of our
congregation for the next couple of months,
stewardship, and fellowship opportunities, CROP
Walk, support for local mission and many ways in
which you and your family can be a part of the
continuing life of MPC. You don’t have to read far to
see clearly that life isn’t just going on at Memorial,
things are bustling.

But of course, this Fall is different. Over the next two
months, we will be saying good bye, and looking for
touches of God’s healing Spirit to guide us as pastor
and people walk toward that point in the road where
our paths will diverge. As | write this, the full impact
of the decisions we have come to is still settling upon
my heart, but | have heard consistently the echoes of
Paul’s letter to the Philippians that I read at the
congregational meeting:

If then there is any encouragement in
Christ, any consolation from love, any
sharing in the Spirit, any compassion
and sympathy, make my joy complete:
be of the same mind, having the same
love, being in full accord and of one
mind. Do nothing from selfish ambition
or conceit, but in humility regard others
as better than yourselves. Let each of
you look not to your own interests, but
to the interests of others. Let the same
mind be in you that was in Christ Jesus,
who, though he was in the form of
God, did not regard equality with God
as something to be exploited, but

emptied himself, taking the form of a
slave, being born in human likeness.
And being found in human form, he
humbled himself and became obedient
to the point of death--even death on a
cross. Therefore God also highly
exalted him and gave him the name
that is above every name, so that at the
name of Jesus every knee should bend,
in heaven and on earth and under the
earth, and every tongue should confess
that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of
God the Father.

It’s the middle part of that reading that has been most
important to me, and | have thought quite a bit about
what it might mean to “have the same mind in me
that was in Christ Jesus.” It’s a tall order, of course.
Even Jesus struggled to keep his wits about him as he
prayed in the Garden. I’'m not surprised that I don’t
always get it right. But the thought that has continued
for me is that the way through all this involves in
some very significant way letting go, allowing
ourselves to be emptied so that at the end, we can be
filled.

Henri Nouwen has been a constant companion for me
in these past many months, and he has reflected long
and deep on just this need to allow our own “cups” to
be emptied so that God, in God’s own wisdom and
mercy, can fill us with all we need. “To care” he
writes, “means first of all to empty our own cup and
to allow the other to come close to us. It means to
take away the many barriers which prevent us from
entering into communion with the other. When we
dare to care, then we discover that nothing human is
foreign to us, but that all the hatred and love, cruelty
and compassion, fear and joy can be found in our
own hearts.”

It has been tempting through the painful discussion of
these past months at MPC to carve ourselves into
“us” and “them”, yet the truth of our faith is that it is
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in our sameness and commonality that God’s love is
revealed to us. Again, Nouwen puts words to my
heart’s longing:  “By the honest recognition and
confession of our human sameness we can participate
in the care of God who came, not to the powerful but
powerless, not to be different but the same, not to
take our pain away but to share it. Through this
participation we can open our hearts to each other
and form a new community.”

It is this true openness to each other that | pray we
will be able to practice in the couple of months we
have left to share the journey—an openness that
welcomes and embraces the differences that make
each of us unique and lovely to God, and that equally
counts our sameness as a reflection of the shared
humanity that is saved because God becomes one
with us.

It’s a few verses further on in Philippians that | find
my own charge for these days ahead: “forgetting
what lies behind and straining forward to what lies
ahead, | press on toward the goal for the prize of the
heavenly call of God in Christ Jesus.” Join me,
won’t you? God has SO much in store for us all.

The
Gospel for the morning reminds us that in the end,
faith is not something given to us to store up for
eternity, but a gift that is finally and fully received as
it is given away.

Psalm 1, Proverbs 31:10-31, James 3:13-4:3, 7-8a,
Mark 9:30-37

We begin our schedule of two worship services this
morning guided by the words of the letter of James:
“Submit yourselves, therefore, to God.” When Ed
White joined us for our leadership retreat he
challenged the Elders and Deacons to consider “what
business are you in?” It is tempting to imagine that
the task of faith is to find ways of bending God to our
desires, but the truth is that what Jesus came to show
us all is that the fullness of life is found as we find
ways to bend ourselves to God.

September 27,2009  17th Sunday after Pentecost
Psalm 124, Esther 7:1-6, 9-10, 9:20-22, James 5:13-
20, Mark 9:38-50

We kick off our Stewardship season this morning,
with the words of James again central to our worship.
We are a people who enjoy so many blessings, and
yet the Epistle points us to one that we might take for
granted when all our needs are seemingly met: We
are a people of prayer, no matter what our life’s
conditions might be. But buyer beware: prayer will
change you before anything else!

Stewardship Article

Not so long ago, the Membership Nurture and
Development elder team was involved in the purging
of some old files. Mixed in the boxes of files was a
folder containing MPC stewardship items dating back
to 1934. There is the letter of April 11, 1934,
challenging the congregation on the budget of $4,300
and whether it has enough in it to call the type of
pastor the congregation desires. There is the letter of
March 6, 1939, where the church officers remind the
congregation of their commitment as members to
both participate in congregational meetings and to
fulfill their financial commitments to the church.
How about the letter of March 3, 1944, that implores
the congregation to increase its giving in difficult
financial times so that the church can do its part to
help in the World War Il recovery efforts?

As we fast-forward to 2009, the year may be
different, but the need for our entire membership to
be engaged and to fulfill their giving commitments
continues to be a challenge. Our church has a
financial challenge before us. Our monies received
(revenue) are almost $34,000 less than the expenses
we are incurring so far in 2009. Session has tried to
keep a $30,000 reserve available in the Operating
Budget for several years. Over the last 2 years, our
revenue has been such that we have been unable to
fund extra Mission dollars at the end of the year
because we did not want to completely deplete this
reserve. If our books were to close for the year today,
this reserve will be depleted and we would still be
faced with additional revenue shortfalls of $4,000.

The July Financial Report in your Chimes (page 5)
gives you a snapshot of MPC’s financial activity for
the first seven months of this year. Your Session and

church staff have worked hard to honor the budget
approved by our congregation in January 2009. You
will see that July’s budgeted expenses were $43,311
and the actual expenses were $36,579, demonstrating
our church is working within the framework of the
budget approved by the membership of MPC.

We need your help to resolve these revenue
shortfalls. Is your giving current with what you
pledged? Is it possible for you to increase your
giving these last few months? Maybe you didn’t
pledge or have not been giving this year, now would
be an ideal time to revisit your personal commitment
to your stewardship.

Each month the Chimes contains a financial report so
that our membership is aware of our revenue versus
expenses. To help make this information easier to
understand, we will begin including a chart that
provides our remaining budget amount versus our
revenue to date (page 4). A larger version of this
chart will be in the Narthex so that you can track how
we are doing in reducing our revenue shortfall.

The work of MPC is funded through our giving. That
work is within our walls, that work is within our
Presbytery, that work is within our community and
our state, and that work is in the greater world. That
work includes everything from the normal operating
expenses of the church to mission giving, curriculum,
church school programming, music, etc. Our
congregation, with all its challenges and gifts, is
God’s church at work and God calls on us to cross
boundaries for the work of the church.
