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Hands and Feet of God 
 

Words can have different meanings in different 
contexts and among different groups of people. 
Take the work ñmissionò, for example. In some 
faith communities, ñmissionò means bringing souls 
to Christ. At MPC, ñmissionò means serving the 
needs of the less fortunate. So, when you hear 
churches use the phrase ñmission tripò, you do not 
really know the purpose of the trip until you 
understand the meaning the group attaches to the 
word ñmission.ò 
 
Another word that has different meanings is the 
word ñpastoral.ò  Websterôs dictionary describes it 
as ñcharacteristic of rural life, idealized as 
peaceful, simple, and natural.ò  For many church 
folk, the first definition that comes to mind is 
probably ñrelating to the duties of an ordained 
clergyperson.ò  However, if we think about it, we 
know that we use the word ñpastoralò more 
broadly than that. For example, we describe the 
services offered by licensed counselors that 
include a spiritual dimension as ñpastoral 
counseling,ò even though not all practitioners are 
ordained.  
 
Another context in which the term ñpastoralò is 
used is in the description of church size. We use 
ñpastoral churchò to describe a smaller church, 
that is, a church that averages 50-150 persons in 
worship. A pastoral church is one in which 
everything revolves around the pastor. Nothing is 
undertaken, nothing is taught or preached, no 
activity is planned, and no decisions are made 
without the direct involvement or blessing of the 
pastor. In a pastoral church, every member can 
reasonably expect that he or she will have the 
direct, almost unlimited and undivided attention of 
the pastor during every illness, bereavement, or 
crisis.  
 
Unfortunately, not even the most selfless, caring, 
devoted pastor can give such intense one-on-one 
ñpastoralò care to more than 150 persons. It is just 
not humanly possible. Therefore, larger 
congregations, as well as pastors, who expect a 
clergyperson to be able to do more than is 
humanly possible, are certain to be frustrated. 
The truly sad consequence of such a situation is 
that church members are also likely to find 
themselves at odds with one another, with those 
who are receiving the level of care they need 

being unaware that there are others who are not, 
while those who are not receiving sufficient care 
feeling that they are being deliberately neglected 
and outside the circle of the pastor and his or her 
ñfavorites.ò  
 
So what do those larger churches do about 
ñpastoralò care?  The good news is that there is 
yet another understanding of ñpastoralò that is 
embraced by larger churches. ñPastoralò care is 
defined as the love and support provided within 
and among the members of a Christian 
community. Such care is understood to be a 
shared ministry between the pastors and all the 
members of the congregation. These churches 
rely on the informal networks of friends and small 
groups and especially, on the ministry of 
particularly gifted individuals commissioned to 
provide care and support. Stephen Ministry 
programs are an example of how some churches 
identify and train individuals to provide care in 
conjunction with the ordained clergy. These 
ministries are very effective. So much so, that 
some clergy report their parishioners actually 
prefer calls by the lay people to visits by the 
pastor! 
 
At Memorial, we already have a group of persons 
ordained and commissioned to provide ñpastoral 
careò in conjunction with the pastors. This is the 
ministry of the Board of Deacons. The Deacons 
make hospital visits, write encouraging cards and 
notes, deliver flowers to homebound members, 
provide meals or support after a hospitalization, 
host funeral receptions, offer prayers, refer 
members to agencies that can provide more 
specialized help, and always, offer 
encouragement, empathy, love, and support to 
our members in times of joy as well as in times of 
care and in sorrow. Our Deacons are hoping to 
become even more responsive to the pastoral 
needs of our church and are looking at what 
training they would need to provide that care.  
 
I hope you will join with me in thanking our 
Deacons for their ministry. But, more than that, I 
hope that we will all embrace them as part of the 
ñpastoral careò of Memorial and receive their 
attentions in that spirit, for they are, truly, the 
Hands and Feet of Christ for our church.
