Presbyterians Contributing to Earthquake Response in Many Wgs

LOUISVILLE - With the transfer of an additional
$101,500 to ecumenical partserin Haiti, the
Presbyterian Church (U.S.A.) through Presbyterian
Disaster Assistance has now contributed more than
$500,000 to immediate emergency relief in the island
nation following the Jan. 12 earthquake that killed
hundreds of thousands. PDA Coordora Randy
Ackley announced the most recent money transfer on
Feb. 17. PDA sent $100,000 immediately after the
January earthquake, using funds from the One Great
Hour of Sharing offering, received each year at
Easter time.

A denominatiorwide emergency geal was issued
and a few days later an additional $109,000 was sent
to partners on the ground in Haiti. These donations
have helped the organizat
establish 15 food and water distribution stations,
distribute 20,000 tents, andrgvide other needed
services and supplies.

The Fox Valley Warming Shelter believes that:

1. All human beings have the right meet their
basic human needs for food, clothing and

shelter.

2. Each person should be treated with respect and
dignity.

3. The presence of God dwells in every human
being.

The Warming Shelter picks up homeless individuals
at the transit center in downtown pglpton each

evening and transports them to a host church. The
Shelter provides bedding at the host church and

Shed tfetrtbes dciftthimdd tistafft to oversee sthe rovernight operation.

Volunteers provide an evening meal, prepare a light
breakfast and assist staff.

Because of oucommitment to Project Bridges, MPC
does not provide a facility. Instead, we provide
volunteers who assist at other churches. For the week
of March 2127, MPC will partner with Emmanuel
United Methodist (across the street from us). Sign
sheets are in thBarthex. Serve a meal or assist the
Shelter staff as an overnight hospitality volunteer.
